1993: The U.S. Holocaust 
Memorial Museum is dedicated
in Washington, D.C.

2008: Pop star Beyoncé 
Knowles weds rapper Jay-Z in
New York City.

2011: In the largest outbreak ever 
recorded, more than 300 
tornadoes hit a third of the states 
in the U.S. over four days.

2018: Prince Louis, the third 
child of England’s Prince William 
and his wife, Catherine, is born
in London.
